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FREE Pet First Aid & Disaster Preparedness Seminar

This free seminar will provide pet owners with important information about preparing their pets for a potential disaster and how to detect and administer emergency care to dogs and cats. 
One challenge that faces many people is knowing what to do with your pets when a disaster is approaching or has already occurred. Making the necessary arrangements and preparations before a disaster strikes can be a life-saver for animals. This seminar will provide sample disaster kits for pets and recommend how to plan for your pet’s safety. Many “human” shelters do not accept animals, which forces owners to make difficult decisions about their pets. The Humane Society & SPCA of Sonoma County is here to provide alternatives and raise awareness about the unique needs of animals. Even car accidents can leave a pet seriously injured or cause them to run off scared, but with proper planning, pet owners can be better prepared to handle emergency situations like these.

For many owners, it is difficult to determine when their pet needs help since animals cannot speak to us in words. Many people don’t think about taking their pet’s temperature, checking their pulse or knowing what signs to look for. This seminar will help dog & cat owners recognize the warning signs more quickly and administer first aid for an animal in trauma. A sample first aid kit and basic instructions will encourage pet owners to build their own kits for emergencies. Materials will be provided and information on other valuable resources will be on hand for everyone who attends.
Pets rely on their owners to care for them and be there for them no matter what. By attending this free seminar, pet owners can potentially save their pet in the event of an emergency or disaster.
