At 67 years of age, Art is not doing it for the glory, but for the good. One of the oldest runners in the world, Art has had his share of the glory and now focuses his attention on the greater cause. “Not only am I bringing this race to Sonoma County in an effort to promote healthy lifestyles and offer a Marathon distance course designed around the beauty of the wine country, but also to showcase two of the charities most important to me and to our entire community” says Art Webb, Marathon Director. “Children and animals are the innocent victims of the downfall in our economy, and the Marathon is the miracle they need to generate support and awareness” says Webb. 
Runners and walkers of all levels are encouraged to participate in this paved and hard packed course which traverses the scenic Prince Memorial Greenway along the Santa Rosa Creek. Both full and half marathons are open to the public, and a series of special short races will also take place for children ages 4 to 12.
