A rewarding experience at the Humane Society & SPCA of Sonoma County
(Santa Rosa, CA) Go behind the scenes at the Humane Society’s Center for Animals and learn about dogs, cats, rabbits, farm animals, marine life, reptiles, birds, wildlife and other exciting creatures! Train a dog, hug a bunny, feed a cat, pet a reptile and learn and discover why animals are such an important part of our lives. The Humane Society Animal Adventure & Education Camp teaches children ages 7-12 about compassion, responsibility, safety and care. Children will have an opportunity to become a Jr. Vet in our Veterinary Hospital and learn from knowledgeable experts in the animal field. It’s a great experience for children teaching them all of the ins and outs of animal care and exposing them to a variety of animals they may encounter throughout their lives. For teens there is a Career Camp for ages 13-16 in which students work on animal investigation cases, discover careers in dog training, veterinary care and become familiar with animal welfare organizations around the world.
In addition to on-site activities, both Humane Society camps also feature field trips to exciting destinations such as Safari West, Bodega Bay Marine Lab and other animal organizations. Beth Karzes, Education & Outreach Coordinator at the Humane Society, says “The children not only get to interact with the animals, but they also learn valuable lessons in animal care. Our goal is to educate children (and their parents) about the importance of animals in our lives and how to properly care for them.”
