Anderson joined the Humane Society in April of 2004 to launch operation of its newly built adoption center and non-profit veterinary hospital on Hwy 12. “We needed a highly professional executive to manage a shelter and open a veterinary hospital of this size” says Board President Mark Penn. With 25 years of experience in veterinary hospital management and animal welfare and having led one of the largest 24-hour veterinary hospitals in San Francisco, Anderson had the skills to open Sonoma County’s first and only non-profit hospital at the Humane Society. Now, five years later, the Humane Society’s shelter, hospital and other community service programs have cared for over 25,000 animals. Anderson’s guidance led the Humane Society to be the community resource for animals in need, including one of the largest spay & neuter clinics in the Bay Area. Anderson will be leaving to spend more time managing his veterinary practice and to reactivate his veterinary consulting business. During the transition, the Humane Society is consulting with the former Executive Director of the Marin Humane Society, Diane Allevato. Allevato’s 30 years of animal welfare experience will help the Humane Society refine and shape the future of the organization, analyzing current programs and creating sustainable growth. In addition, the Humane Society plans to begin a search for a new Executive Director. “Our number one priority is increasing the number of lives we touch; rescuing, rehabilitating and finding homes for more animals in need” says Penn.
The Humane Society & SPCA of Sonoma County has cared for homeless, neglected and abused companion animals for over 78 years. The Society depends on donations. It receives no government tax dollars or funding from any national organization. The Humane Society is located five miles west of Highway 101 at 5345 Highway 12 West in Santa Rosa, just past the Llano Road intersection.
