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Microchip Miracle
Humane Society Reunites Lost Cat with Owner After 4 Years Missing
(Santa Rosa, CA) Yesterday a woman came into the Humane Society to surrender her cat, Chestnut, a beautiful orange tabby, whom she had found as a stray 4 years ago and had been her companion ever since. Soon after, Humane Society Veterinary Technician, Cindy Holm, scanned Chestnut for a microchip, which is common procedure for all animals who enter the shelter. She was surprised to hear the scanner beep and produce an ID number since the owner had assured staff she had not microchipped this cat. Cindy immediately began searching the database and found another owner who had registered Chestnut’s microchip back in 2004. Could it be that this cat had been missing all these years? It was worth a phone call to find out, and sure enough on the other end of the line was an ecstatic Santa Rosa resident who had thought his cat, originally named Tangerine, was dead four years ago when he went missing. He had searched shelters and never found his beloved Tangerine leaving him to think that he had been hit by a car and left for dead. Today the two will be reunited, thanks to the microchip that helped them find each other after four long years.
“It’s incredible that animals are found after years of missing with this simple technology” says Alice Bunting, Humane Society Adoption Counselor. Microchipping is a simple procedure that can be done at any of the Humane Society’s Vaccine & Microchip Clinics. It’s as quick as a shot, but has effects that will last a lifetime.
