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octopups born without a home
Sonoma Humane Society & Pets Lifeline Partner to Save 16 Puppies
(Santa Rosa & Sonoma, CA) Octuplet moms each gave birth to a litter of 8 unwanted puppies in Lake County. Both moms are Labrador Retrievers and had unplanned pregnancies to the surprise of the owner, who waited too long for spay surgery on his dogs. Each litter of 8 puppies, a mix of Labrador Retriever, Border Collie and possibly Rottweiler (or Laborderweiler in muttspeak) were too much to handle for the owner, who surrendered the octopups yesterday. They didn’t have much of a chance for survival at the overcrowded shelters in Lake County so all 16 made the two hour trip to Sonoma Humane Society in Santa Rosa and Pets Lifeline in Sonoma, where they will be spayed or neutered and put up for adoption.
Working together, both the Humane Society and Pets Lifeline (two non-profit organizations that do not receive government funding) were able to rescue both sets of octuplets. All will need medical care, vaccines, spay/neuter surgery and most importantly permanent, loving homes. “It’s heartbreaking to see so many puppies, kittens, adult dogs, cats and other animals being abandoned in record numbers” says Don Malone, Director of Shelter Operations at the Sonoma Humane Society. “Fortunately both of our shelters had the space to accept this challenge and will be working hard to turn them around and place them into adoptive homes” says Desiree Stinson, Executive Director at Pets Lifeline.

However, a challenge like this doesn’t come without a pricetag. The vaccines, medications, food, shelter and spay & neuter surgeries will all need to be covered by donations.
